Proposed Appropriation Language

For Department of Energy expenses including the purchase, construction and acquisition of plant and
capital equipment, and other expenses necessary for science activities in carrying out the purposes of
the Department of Energy Organization Act (42 U.S.C. 7101 et seq.), including the acquisition or
condemnation of any real property or facility or for plant or facility acquisition, construction, or
expansion, and purchase of not to exceed 15 passenger motor vehicles for replacement only, including
not to exceed one ambulance, $3,310,935,000, to remain available until expended.

Note.—A regular 2003 appropriation for this account had not been enacted at the time the budget was prepared; therefore,
this account is operating under a continuing resolution (P.L. 107-229, as amended). The amounts included for 2003 in this
budget reflect the Administration’s 2003 policy proposals.

Explanation of Change

Changes from the language proposed in FY 2003 consist of the addition of purchase authority for one
ambulance and changes to the proposed motor vehicle and funding amounts.
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
